The FatWallet office is built on an 18 inch raised access floor housing voice, data and electrical cabling as well as the heating, venting and air conditioning (HVAC) system. Traditionally, wiring and HVAC is run through the ceiling. There are a few advantages to distributing wiring and HVAC under the floor:

1. The systems can be adjusted easily and quickly – changes cause little or no disruption
2. This system releases air from the floor instead of the ceiling – studies have shown this to have a significant impact on indoor air quality both from a temperature and cleanliness perspective by delivering fresher air at your desk level
3. This system design requires less cooling, less fan horsepower, thereby reducing the amount of energy needed, making it better for the environment.
