1. Renewable Energy Products or Installations 
Last fall, Hoo Haven installed 25 solar photovoltaic panels on the property with the help of a $30,000 grant from the Illinois Clean Energy Community Foundation. This was phase I of our ‘renewable energy product’ to help the facility cut energy expenses and educate the public about alternative energy sources. As part of our community outreach and education efforts, this project is briefly discussed during our 150 annual Raptor Ambassador Programs and real-time graphing data is available online via our website through FatSpaniel Technologies. This is particularly helpful for teachers and students to learn about solar/wind power generation in the local area. This summer and fall, Hoo Haven has received a $3,000 grant from Hamilton Sundstrand’s “Green Team” and $2,000 from the Community Foundation of Northern Illinois to begin phase II of the project. This phase will include the installation of a new-generation vertical-axis wind turbine (with most parts made in Rockford) with similar online graphing data to further educate the community about wind power. The goal of our Renewable Energy Project is to save the facility up to 50% (or more) on energy costs so that monies can be applied directly to wildlife  care and services.   

2. Waste Prevention 
Hoo Haven composts as much waste product as possible to reduce garbage sent to the landfills.  

Hoo Haven uses leftover meats and fish from the members of the community who are cleaning out freezers or from fishermen/hunters who have game that they cannot use. This is used to feed our recovering wildlife including birds of prey and large mammals such as coyotes and fox.  

3. Recycling 
For several years now, Hoo Haven has had a working partnership with Joseph Behr & Son Recycling. Scouts and other members of the community are encouraged to donate aluminum cans for recycling at Behr and proceeds benefit the Hoo Haven mission.  

Although Harrison, IL no longer has a recycling program, one of our dedicated volunteers takes our plastic, paper, and other recyclables home for her pick up each week. 
  

4. Purchasing 
Whenever possible, Hoo Haven purchases appliances that are Energy Star- rated so we have the most efficient model available. Examples of these purchases include a very large walk-in freezer and several refrigerators, washing machines and dryers.  
 

5. Energy Conservation 
Hoo Haven utilizes UV- protection shade cloth on all outdoor animal enclosures to protect against the elements, to provide shade and wind protection, and to lower energy costs. 

To reduce expenses for lighting, we have installed corrugated light panels in the animal pens and main facilities.  

We also have installed in-floor heating in the main office area and several areas of the primary medical facility.  

6. Water Conservation & Water Quality 
Hoo Haven has purchased a tank-less water heater to conserve water and energy.
